Chairman Breeden called the meeting to order and opened the public hearing at

Ms. Cooper introduced Milton Herd, Herd Planning and Design Ltd., and Jason
Espie, Renaissance Planning Group, to the Board.

The UDA designation was a subtle change to the existing Comprehensive Plan
and, as presented, met the legislative requirement, Mr. Herd said. He noted VDOT
requested adding language to the guidelines stating the UDA designation shall not
negatively impact any transportation plans addressed in the existing Comprehensive
Plan.
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The legislation recommends incorporating the principals of Traditional
Neighborhood Design in the Urban Development Areas. Additionally, the potential
exists for developing higher densities within the UDA if the locality chooses, said Mr.
Herd.

Supervisor Floyd asked if the UDA location for the County was selected based
on the construction of the Southeast Connector and the changes to Stone Spring Road.

Administrator Paxton said that was not the primary reason for selecting the site,
as the location closely matched the guidelines established by the urban development
areas and did not alter the existing Comprehensive Plan. d that as the area
changes, the plan can also change.

Supervisor Floyd asked for clarification on Stone Spring
Road.

County Attorney Miller and Mr. Herd further explained that the UDA is not
exclusive, that property owners located outside the boundaries, which are in proximity
to and within the urban growth area may be treated similarly if the Board agrees.

Supervisor Kyger stated the Planning Commission and the Board continue to
have the authority to determine the best use of land based on the Comprehensive Plan
and the UDA designation does not change that.
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Mr. Miller said the UDA is an additional element to guide the Planning
Commission and the Board in their zoning and land use decisions.

George Weidig, a homeowner on Port Republic Road near the Rockingham
Memorial Hospital Health Campus, stated he and his wife bought their property about
30 years ago. At the time, they had not planned to develop, but now their rural
property is changing. He hoped the area would be developed in a tasteful manner.

He and his neighbor to the east, Ronnie Sours, have cooperated with VDOT on
land and right-of-way acquisitions and, while their properties had not been included in

Mr. Sours and his wife, Sue, submitted t to the Community

Mr. Espie explained that for most localities, including the County, they
determined the number of acres in the UDA by looking at development investment to
land value ratio of a property. For this entire area it was 2.6, if it met that it was
considered developed; if it did not, it was considered undeveloped, he said.

In response to a question from Planning Commissioner Ritenour, Mr. Herd
explained the legislation stated that the Comprehensive Plan must provide for a
possible four unit per acre density, but it allowed different combinations of density, as
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it does for mixed-use areas. It did not require those areas be rezoned to accommodate
a four unit per acre density, but the possibility must be part of the County’s general

policy.

Planning Commission Chairman Shiflet closed the public hearing at 4:59 p.m.
and adjourned the Planning Commission meeting.

NEW STATE REGULATIONS - COMMUNITY SERVICES BOARD.

Lacy T. Whitmore, Jr., Executive Director, Harrisonburg-Rockingham
Community Services Board (HRCSB), discussed new state requirements making the
HRCSB responsible for assessing the eligibility and treatment needs for children —
toddlers through 18 - before receiving mental health services.

Locally, 325 children and adolescents received Medicaid services for
therapeutic day treatment, mental health support services, intensive in-home services
and residential services in FY 2010. The State expects that adding the oversight of the
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local Community Service Boards will save approximately $18 million, Mr. Whitmore
reported. Fraudulent billing in other parts of the State pushed the need for this
legislation.

Supervisor Kyger discussed with Mr. Whitmore the importance for continuing
services after the child turns 18 and ensuring there are appropriate services in the
community for a variety of special needs.
