- This grant was written on a pre-printed, oversized sheet containing formatted items represented by the
underlined text. Hand written text is not underlined.

- The format for the bearings are represented as: S[outh] 142 [degrees] E[ast] 44 Poles— S 14': E 44 Poles.

- A‘pole” is 16.5 feet, 320 poles comprise one mile.

- In 1779 the Virginia General Assembly established land patent processes to include acquisition by Treasury
Warrants under Land Law B, Chapter XIIl. The references to “by Number...” refer to the issue number of
specific warrants, which are indexed in multiple volumes.
